Our center was established in 1978 as the “Chemical Analysis
Center” for the shared use of large analytical instruments. The
Center was reorganized as the “Center for Analytical Instru-
mentation (CAI)” in 2013, becoming an organization that not
only manages shared instruments, but also provides manage-
ment support and promotes shared use of research instruments
throughout the university.

CAImanagesaround 30 large analytical instruments, mainly in
the fields of chemistry and physical chemistry. In principle, these
instruments can be used not only by Chiba University, but also by
external research institutes and general companies, and user fees
are charged based on usage. CAI also operates the “Chiba Univer-
sity Research Instrument Application System (CURIAS)”. This sys-
tem integrates services such as instrument searches, reservations
for use, management of acquired data and user information, and
remote operation, and has become the standard system for the
shared use of research instruments within Chiba University.

Five staff members are stationed at CAI (2022). In addition,
faculty members and students from related departments serve
as “instrument administrators” and “instrument assistants”
who share the responsibility for instrument management and

user support.
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
