The Research Center for Regenerative Therapeutics was es-
tablished in April 2015 to promote research on innovative ther-
apeutics using regenerative medicine and iPS cells through col-
laboration among medical departments at the Inohana campus.
The center is dedicated to advancing therapeutics research us-
ing iPS cells and organ stem cells from the perspective of regen-
erative medicine. Additionally, it conducts disease pathology
analysis and develops therapeutics using iPS cells derived from
various diseases. By collaborating with external research insti-
tutions such as RIKEN and the Kazusa DNA Research Institute,
the center seeks to establish a framework for efficient regener-
ative medical research, ultimately leading to the development
of cutting-edge therapies for clinical application. Comprising
three divisions-the Division of Regenerative Medical Research
Management, the Division of Stem Cell Research and Thera-
peutics, and the Division of Regenerative Therapeutics-the cen-
ter works closely with the University Hospital, designated as a
clinical research core hospital with expertise in conducting ex-
cellent clinical trials, to further promote regenerative medical

research.
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
